The children will need to wear their school PE top and jumper/cardigan but may wear their 
own plain comfortable trousers or leggings (no shorts please due to walking through the 
undergrowth!). All children should wear a comfortable pair of shoes, we suggest trainers.  
 
Please include a waterproof coat, sun hat, water bottle, and a packed lunch in a small 
rucksack which the children can carry comfortably for the whole day. Their packed lunch can 
either be brought from home or provided by school. The options for a school lunch are a ham, 
cheese or tuna sandwich. Please select your child’s lunch option when giving permission.
